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When turtles are in this pool it’s a sure sign that they 
are well on the road to full health and almost ready 

to return to their natural environment. 

The pool allows the turtles to swim freely to build 
strength and muscle tone before being released. 
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The chance of survival for hatchlings 
is considerably low.

Only one in 1000 will survive to return to 
the same beach of their birth as an adult to 
breed and nest! 

When hatchlings emerge from their nest the 
race down to the ocean is important for their 
future and the survival of the species.

To ensure their future it is vital 
not to touch or help them. 

This journey allows each hatchling to 
discover the direction and bearings of the 
beach which they will return to as adults.

Did you know that the sex of a hatchling is 
determined by the temperature of the nest? 

Females develop when the nest is warm 
and males develop when the nest is cooler.

Did you know that the first 
3 to 5 years of a turtle’s life are 
known as the ‘lost years’? 

For these first few years 
they are rarely seen and 
extensive research is 
underway to find 
out where they 
go and why!
